Milford permits predominantly single-family
housing around Milford Station - robbing the
town of tax revenue, climate benefits, and
smart housing options.

An onerous permitting process also deters
new housing. In 2020, Massachusetts legalized
housing around transit statewide. Shouldn't
Milford and Connecticut catch up?
