In fact, the city leads regionally in allowing multi-family housing near
transit stations as of right.

However, New Haven zoning officials can create even more opportunities for
multi-family housing near transit. By modernizing the city's zoning code and
removing unnecessary mandates like minimum parking mandates, New Haven
can become an even better model for transit-oriented development across
the state.
