The Zoning Atlasis a first-in-the-nation
compendium - of over 80 housing-related

characteristics “of  local zoning laws,

connected with GIS data. It gives parcel-
level data as to whether zoning allows:

« 1/2/3/4+ family housing

s Accessory apartments

« Housing around transit stations

« Smallor large lot sizes

» Easy or onerous permitting

.. And much more! In addition to becoming a
go-to resource for the Connecticut pub|ic,
the Atlas has become a template for like-
minded groups in several other states. It has
also been used to support research by our
fiscal sponsor, the Regional Plan Association,
and is the basis for additional regulatory
and spatial research underway.
